A hand made large diaphragm
transducer and a special ‘‘bass
chamber’ give the D 12 its unique bass
response characterized by a peak
around 100 Hz and pronounced
proximity effect. The D 12 has a built-in
windscreen.

The D 12 has been the standard
microphone for bass drum, bass guitar,
tuba, trombone, low pitched instruments
in general. It is also often used for
guitar, mainly for slightly distorted rock
sounds.

In the studio, the D 12 has often
turned out to be the optimum mic for
quiet instruments from the acoustic
guitar to the oboe, and for quiet
voices, 100.
